	1:30 P.M. – Evita Kalsky – Fish Lake Drain – Ms. Kalsky spoke to Council regarding the flooding of Fish Lake and all the problems on her farm are from the Fish Lake Drain.  Councillor Woychyshyn advised that the Provincial agenda is to work on the Fish Lake extension and build up the road.  The design and land acquisition has not been done.  Reeve Wasylowski advised that when Council gets the design, they will meet with the property owners in the area to give them the opportunity to provide comments.  Mr. Kalsky was advised to contact MAFRI for assistance to acquire pasture land.
1:45 P.M. – Cliff Holmerson, Street Light request – did not appear
2:00 P.M. – Tina Hauser, Culvert Installation concerns – Ms. Hauser stated that her and her father Mr. Hauser oppose the installation of the culvert at N of 11-21-2E and stated that the culvert is not needed.  Ms. Hauser stated that the neighbour is creating the flooding problem by blocking the existing culvert and as a result the road has been cut three times.  A culvert needs to be installed but with proper drainage.  Ms. Hauser asked that Council reconsider their decision to install the culvert.


	
	2:15 P.M. – Hans Alof, 12-18-1W – Drainage – Mr. Alof is still being flooded out.  Requesting that the excess be taken off Emily Lake.  Project on the west side of Hwy 17 would let Emily Lake drain to the new drain.  Council advised that funds were not included in this year’s budget.  Working with the RM of Rockwood as money has been sent aside for the project.
2:30 P.M. – Brian Jensen, 5-18-1E – Drainage – Three Sisters Road – Mr. Jensen advised that a bigger culvert is needed and to take the excess water to Norris Lake.  Work needs to be done in the RM of Rockwood.  Mr. Jensen cleans two 36” plugged culverts on a daily basis.
2:45 P.M. – Albino Ferreira, 6-18-1E – Culvert under highway – Mr. Ferreira reiterated Mr. Alof and Mr. Jensen’s request for more drainage in their area. 	Problem Beaver Removal Subsidy – Reeve Wasylowski attended an EICD meeting to discuss the Problem Beaver Removal Subsidy of $50,000.00 annually for a three year period.  $25,000.00 of the subsidy has been allocated for dam removal in the East Interlake area which will include the RM’s of Armstrong, Fisher and Bifrost.  The Province is looking for a constant verification process for counting destroyed beavers.  Property owners can kill beavers on their own properties and let Manitoba Conservation know within ten days however will not be paid a subsidy.  The subsidy has increased to $50.00 per beaver for registered trappers who have a permit.  Was advised that the Interlake has always had surplus funds and the funds can be transferred from municipality to municipality.
